1. Donations include a portion of funds raised by the Newman Foundation Annual Reception  

($17 k), which help subsidize the Centre’s programs.  $5k from the Foundation reception was 
contributed to the Student Campus Ministry Scholarship (separate fund item below). 

2. Hall rental includes filming revenue as well as dinner receptions and event rentals of the Oak 
room and Cardinal Newman Rooms in the Centre. 

3. Other income consists of retreats, social events, and miscellaneous 
4. Special Collections include ShareLife, Shepherd’s Trust and other Diocesan Collections 
5. Archdiocesan subsidy accounts for 36% of revenue 
6. House expenses include food, repairs, insurance, utilities, etc. 
7. Other expenses consist primarily of poor box disbursements 
8. Return of excess subsidy back to Archdiocese from prior years 
9. Planned budget deficit reflects less reliance on Archdiocesan funds

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1) Increased revenue sources:  

- Higher Offertory Collection activity than anticipated 
- Introduction of Pre-Authorized Giving Plan – up to 25 participants 
- Increase in number of weddings 
- Fundraising activities of the Newman Foundation generated $21.2k for outreach ministries and 

student programs at the Centre 
- Student Campus Ministry Scholarship (assisted 1 student with room and board for 2006) 
- Increase in hall rental for receptions, dinners and various group events  
- Increase in interest income  
- Additional residents accommodated over budget assumption

3) New eaves and downspouts installed on north and west faces of chapel; new area rug 

replacements in chapel

1) Generate forecast levels of revenue:  offertory, donations, filming, hall rental, residency, office 

rental 
2) Continue to increase interest and financial commitment among those parishioners who can 

afford to do so (i.e. adult employed members of the community) 
- Average 2006 Sunday Offertory collection: $2,898 (2005 avg. was $2,799) Note: Does not include  
  Christmas Masses 
- Encourage an annual review of parishioner offertory giving to Newman and suggest increases  
   commensurate with inflation / cost of living.  
- Continue to promote Pre-Authorized Giving program to increase collection activity and to  
   ensure consistent income during the year. 

3) Promote initiatives of the Newman Foundation to raise funds for outreach ministries and student 
programs.  Increase Foundation membership both within and outside of parish – currently 
working on establishing an alumni list.
