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 Holy Scripture is filled with models. 
Mary’s role and place in the history of our 
salvation is one of the major ones. She is 
all that the Old Testament people should 
have been. She is the Ark of the Covenant 
which bears the Word of God. She is the 
Temple of the Holy Spirit, carrying within 
her human body the presence of the living 
God. 
 
 She is likewise all that the New Testament 
people ought to be. She is the perfect ex-
ample of the Church, the woman clothed 
with the sun, queen of the Apostles, the 
mother of the Church. Her flesh and blood 
were used to form the Word made human 
flesh. 
 
 Today’s feast tells us that Mary is like-
wise the model of our own destiny. She 
represents all that God has in mind for our 
humanity, our destiny which we place in 
our Creed saying: “We believe in the res-
urrection of the body and life everlasting.”  
 
 One of the great themes in the theology of 
the Catholic Church is that of the Mystical 
Body of Christ. The order of the universe 
is to be reconstituted in Christ so that 
Christ may become all and in all, including 
our own human bodies. By the power of 
the Holy Spirit, who conceived the Christ 
in the womb of the Blessed Virgin, and 
raised the crucified human body of Christ 
from the dead, by that same power our 
own humanity is joined into the risen and 

glorious humanity of Jesus Christ. 
 
 To separate the body from the Spirit is, 
therefore, Unchristian. To treat our human 
flesh and blood contemptuously, to treat the 
environment around us with wanton greed, 
destroying its resources and using its gifts 
solely for profit, is something that is pro-
foundly Unchristian. To treat our bodies as 
if they simply imprison us and to blame 
them for all of our troubles is to miss the 
point of Christ’s resurrection and ascension 
as well as the assumption of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary into heaven. 
 
 Our greatest glory is to be identified with 
Mary. In the words of the English poet 
Wordsworth: “She is our tainted human na-
ture’s solitary boast.”  
 
 Mary was beset with troubles, and so are 
we. Mary had questions and pondered them 
in her heart, and so do we. Mary’s life was 
filled with pain, and so are ours. But Mary’s 
destiny was to rise to new life in the resur-
rection of her Son, and so is ours. 
 
 And so as we read the New Testament and 
ponder the life and role of Mary, we should 
not read it to see how different Mary’s life is 
from ours, but how much our life is like 
hers. Her life’s story can be ours. Her Mag-
nificat can be ours if we let God do his work 
within us.

Stained Glass Restoration 
 

I mentioned in the last edition of the bulletin that Joseph Aigner, of Artistic Glass, met with me to discuss 
the stained glass windows in our chapel. He is in the process of restoring three of the stained glass win-
dows which were showing very serious signs of deterioration. They have been removed and will be re-
turned by September. These windows, remarkable in beauty, and priceless, are all original windows of the 
chapel, and located in the choir area.  
  
I am grateful to Joseph Aigner for his work on this project and for his concern in attempting to preserve the 
beauty of these original stained glass. Joseph has noted there are a few cracks in some of the other windows 
in the south end of the church. However, we feel they are not as serious and can wait until later in the Fall 
to be repaired. The estimate of repair for the three windows being restored is about $9,000. I am confident 
our financial status gives us flexibility in dealing with this situation at the current time and met with mem-
bers of the Finance Council to be assured of that. However, we might likely need to have some fund-raising 
to deal with other repairs, perhaps later in the Fall. In the meantime, if anyone wishes to assist in any 
way, please let me know.  
  
I also mentioned last month our gratitude to the Archdiocese of Toronto for their assistance in helping us to 
financially manage the Life/Safety project currently taken place in the Newman Centre, which includes new 
fire doors, and a sprinkling system. I ask your patience as you venture through the House in these next two 
months since the construction work will be on-going until mid-September. I felt a great responsibility to 
ensure that all safety matters were reviewed and upgraded in the House, particularly for the protection of all 
who live and work there, and also to ensure we maintain and preserve the historical significance of the 
House. It has become, not only an important presence of Catholic life at the University of Toronto, but a 
place which has seen much history unfold around it since it was built in 1890.  
  
In this final month before we welcome new students and parishioners to our community, as well as return-
ing members, I pray you all have a wonderful and relaxing summer. Let us continue to remember each 
other in prayer!
