Discussion, Prayer and Fellowship Groups����
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Fifty years ago this year, two events happened 
that had great consequence, in my life. The year 
was 1954 and the first event was my impending 
ordination to the priesthood which was to occur 
on June 29th. As the date of the ordination ap-
proached my anticipation of a life as a priest 
occupied my mind. 
 
 In the effervescence of my youth I began think-
ing of life in the active ministry. Questions such 
as: "What was I to do? What kind of an impact 
will I be able to make? How will I be able to 
help others? I prayed and wondered as to the 
direction that I should take as a priest. This 
growing concern found its resolution just one 
month prior to my ordination, on May 29th to 
be exact., when the second event took place: the 
canonization of Pius X.  
 
 Pope Pius X died in 1914, a few weeks after 
World War I broke out in Europe. He was beati-
fied in 1951 and canonized on May 29, 1954.  
 
 With a mere forty years elapsing since the 
death of Pius X, the unwanted speed with which 
his canonization was handled is sufficient evi-
dence of the prestige which had continued to 
halo this father and shepherd, this man of God. 
The world respected his predecessor, Pope Leo 
XIII, but the world came to love Pius X. 
 
 They loved his luminous smile. his invariable 
kindliness and his unbounded charity and pas-
toral concern. 
 
 A golden legend grew up around him during his 
lifetime, including even stories of miracles. The 
clamour of such popular applause can be safely 
muted; one can admire Pius X, born Giuseppe 

Sarto, without believing that his family was 
poor that he had to walk four miles barefoot. 
each day. But while some aspects of his life 
have been overplayed, there are sufficient 
grounds for considering him a remarkable per-
sonality. 
 
 Pius X came to the papal office with nothing 
more than a rule of conduct upon which he had 
long based all his actions. a maxim of life which 
was to be that of his entire reign and which he 
continually repeated: "To restore all things in 
Christ so that Christ may be all and in all." It 
was precisely this maxim which impacted me to 
the degree that I decided to take it for my own. 
 
 It was a mystic phrase re-echoing the words of 
St. Paul 's famous words: "It is no longer I who 
live, but Jesus who lives in me." 
 
 When Pius X referred to God he did not mean 
some inert being heedless of all things human 
but rather the true and living God, one in nature, 
triune in person. Creator of the world and wise 
Ordainer of all things, most just Lawgiver, who 
punished the wicked and rewards the virtuous. 
A God who calls each human into a personal 
relationship with the very Godhead. But a hu-
man because of their limitations, needs a model 
in order to develop a relationship. And so the 
need for Jesus. 
 
 Pius X firmly believed that the aim of every 
Christian was to place Jesus at the centre of all 
life, and to rest everything upon the message of 
Jesus. The interests of God became his interests. 
He committed himself to spending his entire 
strength and very life as pope " To restore all 
things in  Christ." 

To Restore all things in Christ, So that Christ may be all and in all.

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 Reaction to Arianism had lessened the fre-
quency of Communion and restricted young 
children from receiving. In some places children 
were not permitted to receive Jesus in Commun-
ion until the age of ten, twelve, or even four-
teen. 
 
 Pius X began to manifest his inner conviction 
in his advocacy of frequent Communion for 
adults, in his emphasis on sacramental prepara-
tion especially regarding early First Communion 
for children, and instruction in catechism for 
everyone. 
 
 From his position he observed that the greater 
number of men and women of his age did not 
share his conviction. He found that respect for 
God and the Divine Will was extinguished  
among many. He also observed that the greater 
part of civilization was fighting among them-
selves so fiercely that one would think that strife 
was universal.  
 
 Yet the desire for peace was harboured in every 
heart. Everyone sought it. But peace without 
God is absurd. He believed that when God is 
absent, justice departs, and once justice is ban-
ished there is little hope for peace, for the work 
of justice is peace. There are some who in their 
desire for peace, which is the tranquility of or-
der, will band together hoping to achieve some 
semblance of harmony and peace.  
 
 But Pius X realized that peace can only be 
found in the source of all peace. the Prince of 
Peace. For it was Jesus alone whom the Father 
made holy and sent into the world. It was Jesus, 
true God and true man, in whom everyone is 
able to come to know God with knowledge and 
salvation. It follows then that to restore all 
things in Christ and to lead people back to a be-
lief in God becomes one and the same. He was 

convinced that once people were brought back 
to the acceptance of Jesus they shall have been 
brought back to God. 
 
 His humble background was no obstacle in re-
lating to a personal God and to people whom he 
loved genuinely. He gained his strength, his 
gentleness and warmth for people from the 
source of all gifts, the Spirit of Jesus. In con-
trast, we often feel embarrassed by our simple 
backgrounds. Shame makes us prefer to remain 
aloof from those we perceive as superior. But 
Pius X wrote in his Last Will: "I was born poor. 
I have lived poor. I wish to die poor." 
 
 A person such as this is a person we can all 
emulate. He is a person with whom, in our sim-
ple state we are able to build a relationship. And 
so, we too, should help restore all things in 
Christ, so that Christ may be all and in all, espe-
cially in the wounded and lonely. 
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Construction at Newman 
 
You will note there is construction going on within the Newman Centre House. Af-
ter three years of study and planning, and in consultation with the Archdiocese of 
Toronto, the Newman Centre is now undergoing construction throughout the House 
to address Fire and Life Safety upgrades. We decided to embark on this project as a 
duty of care and responsibility to our occupants and parishioners and to the historical 
preservation of the building itself. Given the historical nature of the House, built in 
1890, we also had to work specifically with contractors and firms familiar 
with historic houses. The primary component of this project is the installation of a 
sprinkler system and appropriate fire doors throughout the house. The construction 
crew began in late June and expect to be completed in the Fall. We would like to 
recognize the commitment of the Archdiocese of Toronto to the Newman Centre 
through the funding of this initiative, slated between $350,000 - $400,000. We also 
appreciate the patience of the community during this time of construction, as well as 
the campus ministers in residence. 
  
For those not familiar with the history of the Newman Centre or the history of the 
St. Thomas Aquinas Church (built in 1927), information is available by clicking on 
the "history" page of our website: www.newmantoronto.com  In more recent years, 
the Newman Centre was sold to the Archdiocese of Toronto (1995), by the Newman 
Foundation, appreciating the diocese would continue to provide chaplaincy support 
for the Roman Catholic community at the University of Toronto. The Archdio-
cese continues to offer financial support to the chaplaincy efforts of the Newman 
Centre, which is also supported by income provided by student residents and other 
donations by parishioners, the Foundation, and those who believe in and support 
the great need for a Catholic presence at the University. We are especially grateful to 
Cardinal Ambrozic, who has been most generous in his support and encouragement 
of university chaplaincies within the Archdiocese of Toronto.  
  
On a second matter, I have also completed a review of a report by Mr. Joseph 
Aigner, of Artistic Glass, on the status of the stain-glass windows in our chapel. Joe 
has informed us of the need to repair the three large stain-glass win-
dows on the north side of the chapel, near the choir area (these are original stain-
glass windows of the chapel). The glass is beginning to deteriorate, there are cracks, 
and one window is already buckling. These windows, in my opinion, are quiet stun-
ning and beautiful, and in an area I describe as a silent oasis within our chapel.  
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While Joe also mentioned the need to repair some cracks appearing in the stain-glass 
windows at the south end of the chapel, he feels the windows on the north side are 
more critical. Given the fact Joe is also a parishioner of the Newman Centre, I fur-
ther appreciate his genuine concern for the chapel he personally worships in each 
week. It is estimated the project for the windows on the north wall will be around 
$10,000. I have informed our Finance Council, and I will seek appropriate permis-
sions. I would like to begin this project over the summer months, and then begin to 
look at the other windows as a Fall project. While I am confident our current finan-
cial status can accommodate some of the costs of this project, we might likely at-
tempt to secure some assistance, either through special collections, or fund-raising, 
later this Fall. In the meantime, if anyone wishes to assist in any way, please let me 
know.  
  
I wish to assure all parishioners of my desire to be as careful and accountable as I 
can be to the various needs of both the Centre and the Chapel. I am confident we are 
working on projects we simply cannot avoid, nor should avoid, if we are to ensure 
the preservation, safety,  and on-going care of both the House and chapel. The New-
man Centre has come to mean so many things to so many people over the years, 
most particularly a spiritual home. I am grateful to all within our community who 
continue to show such devotion, interest, and commitment to ensuring the Newman 
Centre remains a vital presence at the University of Toronto, for years to come. May 
God bless you and let us continue to pray for one another.
