A t this point we are well 
into the season of Lent.  

As a priest I have always 
found this season to be 
fascinating in terms of its 
unique liturgical celebrations.  
For example, for our RCIA 
catechumens, we held the 
Rite of Election on the 1st 
Sunday of Lent, who came 

one step closer to celebrating their reception of 
the Sacraments of Initiation at the coming 
Easter Vigil.  These new Elect then go through 
the 3 Scrutinies on the 3rd, 4th, and 5th 
Sundays of Lent. 

 Another unique feature of Lent is the 
prohibition of the Gloria and the Alleluia during 
our celebrations of the Eucharist.  Now while 
this Lenten prohibition opens the door for the 
singing of the Kyrie, somehow it seems that 
something is missing in our celebrations.  
Hence, it is not surprising that our singing of the 
Gloria and Alleluia at the Easter Vigil is done 
with much more fervour then usual. 

 One thing I am definitely looking forward 
to is our Palm Sunday procession at the 11 am 
mass on March 28th.  The church, in its sacred 
Liturgy, has always encouraged that the faithful 
and presiding clergy gather at a spot somewhat 
distant from the church, where the blessing of 
the palms and the reading of the gospel 
narrative of the entrance of Jesus into 
Jerusalem is read.  Together, the faithful and 
clergy then process to the church, singing 
hymns of praise, in imitation of Jesusô entrance 
into Jerusalem.  However, in all my years as a 

priest, we have been unable logistically to do 
this, due to time constraints and the large size 
of the congregation.  I look forward to being able 
to do this for the very first time.  Now we just 
need to pray for no rain that morning! 

 On a personal note, I was able to be in 
Vancouver for the final week of the Olympics.  It 
was a tremendously exciting time, and I took 
great joy in witnessing peoples from all over the 
world coming together in peace and 
sportsmanship.  The people of the Vancouver 
area did a wonderful job of hosting all its 
visitors, and one could get the feeling that this 
truly was a time of grace and peace.  The fact 
that our countryôs athletes did so well also 
brought a smile to many a Canadian face, 
including mine! 

 Now, a slightly worrisome note - I draw 
your attention to Page 9 of this bulletin.  You 
can see that over the past 3 months we have 
had a significant drop in our Sunday collections 
as compared to the same period the previous 
year.  If you havenôt increased your donations to 
the Newman Centre in quite a while, perhaps 
this is the time to consider doing so.  Please 
remember that we also have a Pre-Authorized 
Giving programme as well. For more information 
about this programme, please contact Nicole 
Castelino, our parish secretary. 

 However, I would like to finish with an 
upbeat note for all of you.  May the blessings of 
Almighty God continue to sustain you and 
protect you as during Lent and our solemn 
celebrations of the Holy Triduum!
