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Jesus said to his disciples: "Those who love me 
will keep my word, and my Father will love 
them, and we will come to them and make our 
home with them. Whoever does not love me 
does not keep my words; and the word that you 
hear is not mine, but is from the Father who sent 
me. 
 

"I have said these things to you while I am still 
with you. But the Advocate, the Holy Spirit, 
whom the Father will send in my name, will 
teach you everything, and remind you of all that 
l have said to you. 
 

"Peace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. 
l do not give to you as the world gives. Do not 
let your hearts he troubled, and do not let them 
be afraid. 
 

''You heard me say to you, '1 am going away, 
and I am coming to you' lf you loved me, you 
would rejoice that I am going to the Father, be-
cause the Father is greater than I. And now I 
have told you this before it occurs, so that when 
it does occur, you may believe." - John 14:23-29  
 

The passage above is one of the theologically 
meatiest of John's gospel. Here we have Jesus 
gently breaking the news of his departure to his 
disciples. The thought of his going away was so 
painful that their minds were almost numbed to 
what he had to Say. 
 

It is as if in this final discourse Jesus is sum-
ming up in a few brief words all that his follow-
ers must remember and put in practice. As is the 
case with many important passages, it is pre-
sented as Jesus' reply to a question, "Lord, do 
you intend to show yourself to us and not to the 
world?". In Jesus' answer there are three impor-
tant points - love- the spirit - peace. These 
points, so intimately related one to the other that 

they form one whole. 
 

As throughout John's writing love is expressed 
by obedience, "He will keep my word.'' Jesus 
repeats this essential teaching in many Ways, ''If 
you love me you will keep my commandments. 
Anybody who receives my commandments and 
keeps them will be the one who loves me. Those 
who do not love me do not keep my word.”  
 

The word is the whole teaching of Jesus. In pro-
claiming it Jesus is expressing his love for the 
Father, a love that is still obedience, "My word 
is not my own: it is the word of the one who 
sent me." This love is the basis of the intimate 
union that binds the Son to the Father, and the 
believers to the Father through the Son. 
 

Jesus refers often to the Spirit and his work but 
never more clearly and completely than here. 
Although his listener's may feel bewildered by 
all they must remember and do, they are not to 
worry. Jesus will not leave them alone. In the 
work that they must accomplish for the Lord 
they will have a constant helper and adviser in 
''the Advocate.. the Holy Spirit whom the Father 
will send in my name" Jesus is taking every 
means to reassure his followers who are now 
being faced with his impending departure. 
 

If the apostles lose their peace then there is little 
hope. In face of all that will happen within the 
next few days they must remain deeply rooted 
in the peace and joy of Christ. ''Do not let your 
hearts be troubled or afraid.'' Not only should 
they remain serene before the Lord's departure, 
they should even rejoice in the coming glorifica-
tion of their Master, ''If you loved me you would 
rejoice that I am going to the Father." We have 
here the fruit of the reflection of the early 
Church on the great paschal mysteries: the 

Peace to You!

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Church on the great paschal mysteries: the 
death, resurrection and coming of the Holy 
Spirit. 
 

Peace is the great virtue of the resurrection; not 
the negative peace that is the absence of war and 
conflict, but the positive peace that is the fulness 
of all good things. 
 

So, biblical peace is a comprehensive notion, 
covering all the person-to-person relationship in 
daily life, and not only the dealing of one great 
power with the other. We are, therefore, not sur-
prised that Shalom! Salaam! Peace! is the usual 
greeting among Semites. 
 

In John's gospel peace is a virtue of the resurrec-
tion. In his last discourse Jesus promises it to all 
his followers, a deep a11 embracing heavenly 
peace. "Peace I leave to you; my peace I give to 
you. I do not give to you as the world gives. Do 
not let your hearts be troubled, and do not let 
them be afraid''  
 

John is taking all the precautions to have us un-
derstand that the peace of Christ is not just the 
effect of harmony and physical well being. Fur-
ther on he tells them that this peace will be 
theirs even in the midst of weakness and con-
flict. Referring to the prophecy of Zachariah, "I 
am going to strike the shepherd so that the sheep 
may be scattered,'' he foretells the weakness of 
his followers who leave him to suffer alone. 
Yet, even in the midst of his passion Jesus is at 
peace. It is this peace that he wishes his apostles 
as he leaves them - "that you may find peace in 
me." 
 

The first greeting to the assembled apostles on 
the resurrection day is, "Peace to you''. Jesus 
repeats this so that they may understand that it is 
not the conventional salutation but a true gift 
that he is giving them. Need we be surprised 
that Paul begins all his letters by the truly Chris-
tian exhortation ''to you grace and Peace." 
 

Peace I leave to you, my peace I give to you, 
This customary Jewish greeting and farewell in 
this context and on the lips of Jesus becomes a 
sublime promise to his followers as he prepares 
to leave them. The peace he offers has little to 
do with the absence of war, still less to the re-
lease of inner or outer tensions and nothing at 
all to do with the trendy experience of ''feeling 
good about oneself." This is not to say that such 
forms of peace are not good, but that quite em-
phatically, this is not what Jesus is talking 
about. Peace, truth, light, life, joy - these are 
symbolic terms representing different aspects of 
the gift of salvation. ''My own peace I give you" 
is another way of saying "I give you eternal 
life." 
 

Do not let your hearts be troubled. The tender-
ness of this and the following lines becomes 
especially evident when one reflects not only on 
the apostles' sadness at this time, but on our 
Lord's as well. The attention is on the Eleven 
and Jesus assures them that he will return. He 
tells them also that they should rejoice because 
he is going to the Father. Yet, because he shared 
our humanness, must not he himself have felt 
deeply the prospect of separation that was soon 
to take place?  
 

His own sorrow made him sensitive to the sor-
row of his disciples, Even though he knew that 
he would one day see them all again, he would 
miss them none the less. He also knew that ex-
traordinary changes would take place before 
they would meet again. Therefore this moment 
together was a moment he did not want to forget 
and he would have them remember it as well. 
One can sense the gentle urgency of Jesus' 
words spoken earlier after sharing the first 
Eucharist with them ''Do this as a memorial of 
me." (Luke 22: 19). This is a God one can be-
lieve in. This is indeed Emmanuel - God with 
us. Let us rejoice and be glad. 
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On Sunday, May 16, 2004, Pope John Paul II will 
canonize Blessed Gianna Beretta Molla, a wife, 
mother and pediatrician.  Gianna's story is rather 
extraordinary, especially since her husband and chil-
dren are still alive.  There is a special Canadian con-
nection to Gianna's story through the Newman Cen-
tre Catholic Mission at the University of  Toronto. 
  
St. Gianna Molla is a mother of a family, a profes-
sional woman, a medical doctor, a lover of opera, art 
beauty and culture, one who can speak much to our 
present age, especially when family life is threatened 
on so many fronts.  Having known the Molla family 
for several years, I have discovered in them some 
remarkable qualities.  The Church needs the example 
and witness of St. Gianna Molla and her entire fam-
ily.  I thought that you might find this brief biogra-
phy of Gianna Molla that I wrote, and some recent 
statements of her family to be helpful in your pas-
toral ministry at the university.

Gianna Beretta Molla was born in Magenta (Milan), 
Italy, on October 4, 1922, the 10th of 13 children. 
After earning degrees in medicine and surgery from 
the University of Pavia in 1949, she opened a medi-
cal clinic in Mesero (near Magenta) in 1950.  She 
specialized in pediatrics at the University of Milan in 
1952 and thereafter gave special attention to moth-
ers, babies, the elderly and the poor.  While working 
in the field of medicine, she increased her generous 
service to Catholic Action, especially among the 
"very young".  She became engaged to Pietro Molla 
and they were married on September 24, 1955 in St. 
Martin's Basilica in Magenta.  In November 1956, to 
her great joy, she became the mother of Pierluigi; in 
December 1957 of Mariolina; in July 1959 of Laura.  
She met the demands of mother, wife, doctor and her 
passion for life with simplicity and great balance. 
 

In September 1961, towards the end of the second 
month of pregnancy with her fourth child, Gianna 
had to make a heroic decision.  Physicians diagnosed 
a serious fibroma in the utereus that required surgery.  
The surgeon suggested that Gianna undergo an abor-
tion in order to save her own life.  A few days before 
the child was due, she was ready to give her life in 
order to save that of her child: "If you must decide 
between me and the child, do not hesitate: choose the 
child--I insist on it. Save the baby." 
  

On the morning of April 21, 1962, her daughter 
Gianna Emanuela was born.  Despite all efforts and 
treatments to save both of them, on the morning of 
April 28, amid unspeakable pain and after repeated 
exclamations of "Jesus, I love you. Jesus, I love 
you," the mother died.  She was 39 years old.  Her 
husband Pietro has described Gianna's life as "an act 
and a perennial action of faith and charity; it was a 
non-stop search for the will of God for every deci-
sion and for every work, with prayer and meditation, 
Holy Mass and the Eucharist." 
 

On April 24, 1994, Pope John Paul II beatified 
Gianna Beretta Molla, mother of a family, in St. Pe-
ter's Square in Rome.  The Pope said that her witness 
was a hymn to life. At the beatification ceremony, 
the Holy Father said that Gianna’s action for life was 
possible only after a life of preparation.

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Virtuous people know what to do because of their 
informed conscience. This means that the person is 
living a morally good life and their decisions flow 
from a developed instinct for making truly human 
decisions.  This type of person no longer does the 
good out of a sense of obligation; bur rather looks for 
opportunities to do the good.  Gianna Molla's action 
was heroic. 
 

St. Gianna Molla continues to remind the Church and 
the world of the necessity of a consistent ethic of life, 
from the earliest moments to the final moments of 
human life.  We are being called to heroism by our 
choice of life.  Most of us are not ready for heroic 
action; our lives have not readied us for it.  But we 
can and must take the next step in preparation for 
surrender of self.  Let us ask St. Gianna to give us 
the courage to take the next step. 
  

On Sunday May 16, 2004, in the presence of her 
husband Pietro and family, Pope John Paul II will 
canonize Gianna Molla. Gianna's husband Pietro, 
who will soon be 92 years old, is overseeing the can-
onization effort for his wife.  Their son Pier Luigi is 
one of the senior partners of Ernst & Young Ac-
counting Firm in Milan.  Their daughter Laura, re-
cently married, is a corporate real estate agent. Mari-
olina, the third child, died many years ago.  Their 
fourth child, daughter Gianna Emmanuela is now a 
medical doctor and specialist of Alzheimer's disease 
near Milan. 
  

On the Feast of All Saints in 1999, a stained glass 
window of Blessed Gianna Molla was installed in the 
Chapel of the Newman Centre of Toronto and un-
veiled by Pier Luigi Molla and Gianna Emmanuela 
Molla, son and daughter of  the Blessed. 
 

The speech of Dr. Gianna Emanuela Molla, Daughter 
of Blessed Gianna Beretta Molla appears below: 
 

I am very honoured and moved to be here today with 
all of you and I thank Fr. Thomas Rosica with all my 
heart, and his staff, the parishioners and friends of 
the Newman Centre who are present at this  
important ceremony.  Three days ago, when Padre 
Tom showed me the church windows for the first 
time and I saw my mother smiling, I was filled with 
joy and so pleased, because I have always imagined 
her in this way, knowing that the message of her life 

couldn't be represented better. 
 

Every moment of her entire existence was a real tes-
timony of Christian love and faith, lived concretely 
and with joy in everyday life: as young girl, as a fi-
ancée and wife, as a mother and doctor.  She always 
trusted in Divine Providence  and she has crowned 
her exemplary life in the name of a love without 
measure.  She is always with me and since the mo-
mentous day of April 24, 1994, I have felt myself to 
be part of an ever growing family comprised of so 
many people throughout the world who, like me, 
pray to her, confide in her, and feel close to her.  I 
believe that this is also the design of Divine Provi-
dence- that now I shall never be alone. 
  

Dear Mom, I ask you to fill me and all those who 
suffer and are in difficulty with your own strength of 
soul, your hope, your courage to live life to the full.  
Protect and help all mothers, their families and all 
who turn to you and entrust their needs to you.  I 
now invite you to pray with me the pray to my 
mother: 
  

God, you who are Father, we give you praise and we 
bless you because in Gianna Beretta Molla You have 
given and have made known a woman who wit-
nessed the Gospel. As a young person, as a bride, as 
a mother and a doctor. We thank you because 
through the gift of her life, [my mother's life], We 
learn to accept and honor every human being. You, 
Lord Jesus, were for her privileged reference; She 
was able to know you in the beauty of nature. As she 
questioned her choice of life she was in search of 
You and of the best way to serve You. 
 

Through her married love she became a sign of your 
love for the Church and for humanity; Like you, 
Good Samaritan, she stopped at the side of every 
sick person, small and weak; After your example and 
for love, she gave herself entirely, generating new 
life. 
 

 Holy Spirit, font of every perfection, Give also to us 
wisdom, intelligence and courage after the example 
of Gianna, [my mother,] and through her interces-
sion, In her personal, family and professional life, we 
are able to put ourselves at the service of every per-
son and grow in this way in love and in holiness.   
Amen.
