Janine Langan will be facilitating a discussion on the Theme of the Eucharist as the Year of the 

Eucharist comes to a close.  All are welcome to attend this session on Sunday, November 6 at  
8:30 p.m. in the Oak Room following the 7 p.m. evening Mass. 
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When the Pharisees heard that Jesus had 
silenced the Sadducees, they gathered 
together, and one of them, a lawyer, asked 
him a question to test him. “Teacher, which 
commandment in the law is the greatest?” 
      
Jesus said to him, “You shall love the Lord 
your God with all you heart, and all your soul, 
and with all your mind.’ This is the greatest 
and the first commandment. And a second is 
like it: ’You shall love your neighbour as 
yourself.’ On these two commandments hang 
all the law and the prophets.” 
(Mat.22:34-40) 
      
We were all born to love and to be loved. 
However, among some of us, there is ever 
present the fear of being rejected, and all too 
often, we are afraid to love. Others of us are 
afraid to be loved because we are unwilling to 
assume the responsibility which that entails. 
      
When Adam and Eve left the garden of Eden, 
the paradise of love, they saw fiery angels 
guarding the gates. Many sculptors have carved 
those two angels, one bearing a menacing 
frown and the other displaying an inviting 
smile. Interpreters say that these two angels 
represent the conflict we feel inside ourselves 
about getting in touch with real love. The 
frowning angel represents the fear that stops us 
from loving. The smiling angel stands for the 
hunger for love, an endless aching need. 
      
Love takes many shapes, from bumbling 
permissiveness to stern discipline – tough love. 
A few years ago, I spoke with a boy and his 
sister, the victims of a terrorizing father, who 
recalled the relief they felt from their 

grandmother’s boundless affection. “grandma 
never scolded us. She never disapproved of us 
or made love conditional in any way. She 
simply loved us as we were.” 
     
Grandma codified a simple love ethic. Love 
was not the bridesmaid of despair. Love did not 
have to hurt. But their parents tied too much 
pain to their view of love. 

    
“When my father hit us , my mother would 
say, ‘He only did it because he loves you.’ 
Whenever my mother struck us with her 
hairbrush, her broom, or her hands, she did it 
in the name of love.” But grandma offered 
them a different view of love. She showed that 
love has no weapons. It has no fists. Love does 
not bruise. Nor does it draw blood. At first the 
brother and sister drew back from her offer to 
hug them. She continually praised them in 
songs of their own making. She told them that 
they were extraordinary and would do great 
things. She loved them with no strings 
attached. 
     
The mystery of love and the difficulties we all 
have in expressing it preoccupied Jesus as well. 
He stood firmly for the principle of love as is 
clear from the above scripture passage. 
      
The Pharisees were engaging him in a typical 
rabbinical debate. This was an ecclesiastical 
pastime, meant to sharpen wits, as well as to 
entertain and instruct the participants. The 
rabbis of the time counted 613 distinct 
commandments. Two hundred and forty-eight 
were positive precepts. Three hundred and 
sixty-five were prohibitions. They were 
distinguished as being light or heavy according 
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to the seriousness of the topic. 
      
A lawyer asks Jesus what he would judge to 
be the greatest commandment. Out of the 613 
possibilities, Jesus takes two commandments 
and fuses them together: “You shall love the 
Lord your God with all your heart…” 
(Dt.6:5), and “You shall love your neighbour 
as yourself” (Lv.19:18). Jesus evokes in them 
a shock of recognition by placing the love of 
neighbour in same heavy category as the love 
of God. He linked the two commandments 
together in a striking way. He reinforced his 
position in the strongest terms by saying that 
the entire law, as well as the prophets, wee 
based upon these two commandments. 
      
Jesus showed them, and us as well, that the 
central message of loving God and neighbour 
is in the teachings of the Old Testament. 
Indeed, such love is the very essence of that 
teaching. Thus the God of the Old Testament 
is every bit as much a God of love as he 
continues to be in the New Testament. 
       
For many of us, our love of God is more easily 
expressed through our love of our neighbour. 
And so, we spend more time considering the 
second commandment in deference to the first. 
For our purpose here, let us place a proper 
perspective on the first commandment and 
look at it from God’s point of view. This is not 
easy for we tend to put God at a safe distance, 
in heaven – a remote place where, on 
occasion, we vaguely hope to arrive there 
ourselves some day. Meanwhile, we chase 
through this life trying to scrounge whatever 
pleasure or you we can. 
      
But that is not the way it is supposed to be. 
According to the scripture, life is to be a love 
affair with God. But, often, because of our  

own personal experience with love, we 
become frightened. If we could but realize that 
God is a groom chasing his bride all through 
the pages of history. He finally wins here and 
seals it with his own blood. In this very 
personal relationship, sin is not a thing but 
faithfulness to a lover. We run from him, 
afraid to give in. nor is grace a thing; it is 
God’s love, constantly pursuing us. 
      
Every one of our lives is a repetition of that 
chase. We are chasing passing pleasure, trying 
to capture a lovely moment, craving to find 
meaning in something, anxious for someone to 
give us peace. 
 
While we are chasing bubbles, God is close on 
our heels, chasing us. Nowhere is that hunt 
better portrayed than in Francis Thompson’s 
The Hound of Heaven, the poet’s own flight 
and capture: 

 
 I fled Him, down the nights and down the 

days; 
I fled Him, down the arches of the years; 

I fled him down the labyrinthine ways 
Of my own mind; and in the midst of tears 

I hid from Him, and under running laughter. 
Up vistaed hopes I sped; 
And shot, precipitated, 

Adown Titanic glooms of chasmed fears, 
From those strong Feet that followed, 

followed after, 
But with unhurrying chase, 

And unperturbed pace, 
Deliberate speed, majestic instancy, 

They beat – and a Voice beat 
More instant than the Feet – 

“All things betray thee, who betrayest Me.” 
 
We may not say it as poetically, but we do say 
the same thing in our more prosaic way. We  
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discover time and again that happiness eludes 
us. What we capture always betrays us – not 
because it is not good enough, but because it is 
not enough. 
 
We know that only God is enough. Only God 
can truly satisfy our thirst. So why don’t we 
give in? Perhaps because we are secretly afraid 
that even God is not enough to make us fully 
happy. Perhaps because we picture God too 
much as a terrorizing parent. 
      
We never really give God a chance. In our fear 
of one more disappointment, we try everything 
else, saving God till last. The scripture coaxes 
us: “Taste and see how good the Lord is!” 
(Ps.33:9). But we do not quite believe it. We 
know well the feeling of God as judge; we are 
not so familiar with the reassuring feeling of   
God as a loving father and mother. 

The saints did. They had a taste of God and 
gave up all other desires to possess God alone. 
They emptied themselves and were filled with 
God. Why must we be different? Why wait 
until we are dying? Why waste a whole 
lifetime running like scared rabbits from the 
Hound of Heaven? 
      
After a great deal of running, Saint Augustine 
breathlessly asked himself: “What do I love 
when I love my God? The fragrance of the 
flowers, the harmony of time, the melody of 
music? No. And yet – a kind of fragrance, a 
kind of harmony, a kind of melody in my 
secret soul. That is what love when I love my 
God.”  Again, better said than we could say it, 
but the experience can be just as real for us. 
Today’s the day. It’s a beautiful day to fall in 
love.
