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I am delighted the Newman Centre will host a 
number of retreats and lectures during the coming 
months. I would like to draw your attention to a few 
of them, particularly the parish retreat on Nov. 11th, 
and a major lecture to be delivered on Thursday, 
November 30th.  

In terms of the parish retreat, it will be held on 
Saturday, Nov. 11th, from 2 - 5 p.m.  Fr. Tim 
Gallagher, O.M.V, known to many of us from his 
former visits to Newman and for his writings on 
Ignatian spirituality has accepted to be our Retreat 
Director. He will speak on how to develop one's 
personal and daily prayer as aided by the spiritual 
exercises of St. Ignatius of Loyola.  Fr. Tim  
recently published a second book on spirituality and 
will highlight some of his thoughts at the retreat. 
The Retreat will be held in the afternoon on 
Saturday, November 11th, and all are welcome to 
remain for the Saturday evening Mass at 5:30 p.m. I 
would invite you to consider bringing a friend or 
perhaps someone who has not made a retreat in 
some time. Retreats are a great gift to us, and 
provide an opportunity to be refreshed in faith as we  
draw closer to God and to one another.  

Secondly, while not necessarily tied to the 
Retreat, Fr. Tim, on the Friday night before the 
retreat, will host an informal session for those 
wishing to discuss aspects of Ignatian spirituality. 
He will also conduct a session on the Sunday 
morning, prior to the Morning Mass, for people who 
might wish to re-gather and perhaps discuss the 
retreat. Please note that all information about the 
retreat and the two optional sessions are contained 
on the back page of this bulletin. 

I would also like to mention an important and 
timely lecture to be held in late November.  On 
Thursday, November 30th, the Newman Centre will 
host the  Sommerville  Lecture in Christianity and 
Communications, at 7:30 p.m. This is an annual 
lecture delivered on two consecutive nights, one 
night at the Newman Centre and the other night at 
St. Jerome's University, in Waterloo. It is sponsored 
by the Catholic Register and the two hosting 
communities. 

I am pleased that Bishop V. James Weisgerber, 
DD, Archbishop of Winnipeg, and Vice-President 
of the Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops 
(CCCB), will be the featured speaker this year.  His 
topic is entitled,  "Bridging the Gap: Reaching 

Beyond Our Differences". 
The press release for the lecture reads: 

"Postmodern culture is marked by fissures between 
races, genders, generations, income classes, and 
even religions. The Roman Catholic Church itself 
has had its share of debates over everything from 
doctrine to morality to worship practices, which 
have caused their own divisions in the Church.  
Such debates can become entrenched and  
combatants immersed in their own subcultures 
complete with their own publications, organizations 
and conferences. What ensues is not a debate in the 
truest sense of the term, that is,  a conversation that 
has common understanding as its objective. Instead, 
there is a mutual distrust.   

Archbishop James Weisgerber will address how 
we can reach outside our safe territory to begin the 
long process of healing our church and our world." 
Archbishop Weisgerber is currently the Vice-
President of the Canadian Conference of Catholic 
Bishops. Ordained a priest in 1963, he attended St. 
Peter's College, in Muenster, Saskatchewan, and 
then St. Paul's University in Ottawa where he 
obtained licence degrees in Philosophy and 
Theology. He also served as General Secretary of 
the Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops from 
1990-96, a position he left when appointed Bishop 
of Saskatoon. In the year 2000 he was appointed 
Bishop of Winnipeg.  He is a member of the Roman 
Catholic/Methodist International Dialogue and is on 
the board of Southdown Institute in Aurora.   

Finally, I wish to thank the Liturgy Committee 
for its good work in hosting the weekly retreats this 
Fall for the various liturgical ministries. The retreat 
for the hospitality ministers was well-received last 
weekend as well the sacristan and server retreats. I 
look forward to sharing in retreats planned for 
lectors, music ministers, and Eucharistic ministers.  
I think it very important that we take the time to 
pause and to reflect on God’s work within our 
ministries.   

I also thank Fr. Rob Alore, S.J., for his great work 
in providing excellent speakers for the “Naming the 
Holy” lecture series. The next lecture is on Oct. 
26th; Sue Mosteller, C.S.J., will share on her work 
with L’Arche Daybreak & the Henri Nouwen 
Literary Centre.  

In conclusion, let us keep one another in prayer as 
we continue to journey in faith.          -- Fr. Pat
