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Anne Leahy, a former parishioner, has been 
appointed Canada's ambassador to the Holy See.  I 
was  delighted to hear from her last week and to 
learn of this news. I cannot think of a more 
deserving person.  Anne continues to inspire me, and 
indeed many others, by her gentle and humble 
witness of faith. I have particularly appreciated her 
desire to be a calm and authentic witness of the 
Catholic faith in the political arena. I am also 
inspired by the many personal ways in which she 
has highlighted and given attention to so many 
world concerns,  particularly in matters of social 
justice. Anne will be the first woman to hold the 
post of Canadian ambassador to the Holy See. I am 
pleased that she wishes to visit with us at the 
Newman Centre prior to her departure for Rome.  

Anne is no stranger to the Newman Centre.  
During the Toronto World Youth Day (2002),  Anne 
assisted Fr. Tom Rosica as the federal coordinator 
for World Youth Day. She was definitely well-
qualified for the role, having served as ambassador 
to Cameroon, Chad, the Central African Republic, 
Poland, and Russia. More recently, she served as 
ambassador to Africa's Great Lakes region, and 
founded the international studies institute at the 
University of Quebec at Montreal. I know that many 
at the Newman Centre hold her in great esteem; 
Anne, likewise, has a great fondness and love for the 
Newman community. It is a place that has helped to 
shape and enrich her spiritual life. I commend her to 
your prayers as she prepares for this very important 
assignment.  I am delighted for her and for the 
Church. It is wonderful news.   

I am not sure how many of you have been 
following World Youth Day events in Australia. 
While we have prayed each week for its success, it 
is hard to believe it is over. About 40 young people 
from the Toronto Archdiocese attended including 
two from the Newman Centre. The Toronto 
Archdiocese, and the Catholic Youth Office, hosted 
a large rally and retreat at the Martyr's Shrine in 
Midland, Ontario, the same weekend as World 
Youth Day, Australia. Close to 500 youth attended 
the local celebration. It proved to be a wonderful and 
inspiring event.  

Newman was represented in Australia by Liane 
Maryuen and Mervyn Theo, two of our young  
parishioners. Liane went as part of the official 
Archdiocesan celebration. She was commissioned 
and blessed along with the other pilgrims at a Mass 
at St. Michael’s Cathedral prior to the pilgrimage. 
She was also blessed and commissioned at the 
Newman Centre before her departure. Mervyn Theo 
also attended while including a visit to relatives 
overseas. I have invited  them to share some of their 
thoughts on their experience of World Youth Day 
for a future bulletin. You will find some highlights 
of their trip to Australia in this bulletin as well as 
pictures of  other events held  more recently at the 
Newman  Centre  (including the Parish Breakfast 
and the Liturgical Ministers’ Appreciation event).   

I am grateful to Hector Acero, our summer 
Student Campus Minister, for his great work in 
organizing the parish breakfast.  As you know, it 
sold out early, yet Hector still managed to secure 
extra tickets for those who had been away. Hector is 
also in charge of organizing the Newman Boat 
Cruise and Dinner for Saturday, August 16th (more 
details can be found on the back page).  I do hope 
many of you will be able to attend. The Boat Cruise 
was a great success last year and a wonderful way to 
spend a warm summer evening.  

Finally, I wish to congratulate Claude and 
Rosemary Thomson on the occasion of their 50th 
wedding anniversary. Claude currently serves as 
Chair of the Newman Foundation. 

 I was pleased to officiate at their renewal of 
vows a few weeks ago, along with their good friend, 
Fr. Larry Marcille. Claude and Rosemary first met at 
the Newman Centre, on the dance floor,  in the Oak 
Room, over 50 years ago!  I am always amazed at  
hearing such stories. It is also inspiring to note that  
Newman is still a great meeting place for so many 
young people even to this day! 

In closing, let us continue to pray for one 
another, and, in particular, let us remember the sick 
of our parish. I look forward to seeing you at Mass 
and at events to be held over the summer.
