2007 YEAR-END REPORT TO PARISH 

Notes:   
1. Donations include a portion of funds raised by the Newman Foundation Annual Reception 

($19 k), which help subsidize the Centre’s programs.  $5 k from the Foundation reception 
was contributed to the Student Campus Ministry Scholarship (separate fund item below).   
The Newman Foundation also contributed $25 k directly to the Archdiocese to assist in re-
ducing the 2007 subsidy to the Newman Centre.   
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2. Hall rental includes filming revenue as well as dinner receptions and event rentals of the Oak room 
and Cardinal Newman Rooms in the Centre 

3. Other income consists of house vehicle sale, t-shirt sales, social events, etc. 
4. Special Collections include ShareLife, Shepherd’s Trust and other Diocesan Collections 
5. Archdiocesan subsidy accounts for 35% of revenue (not including loan or special collections) 
6. Office expenses include purchase of photocopier ($71.7 k) and Archdiocesan loan repayments 
7. House expenses include food, repairs, insurance, utilities, etc. 
8. Other expenses consist primarily of poor box disbursements 
9. Surplus funds from 2007 to offset a planned budget deficit for 2008 – so as not to increase the Archdi-

ocesan subsidy

2007 ACCOMPLISHMENTS 
Increased revenue sources:  

- Higher Offertory Collection activity than anticipated – Pre-Authorized Giving Plan – up from 25 to 30 
participants 

- While there were fewer weddings, there were a record number of baptisms 
- Fundraising activities of the Newman Foundation generated $19.0 k for outreach ministries and stu-

dent programs at the Centre 
- Student Campus Ministry Scholarship (assisted 2 students and 2 seminarians with room and board 

for 2007) 
- Increase in interest income  
- Additional residents accommodated over budget assumption 

· Staff Changes and Leaves of Absence resulted in a savings of $12.6 k 
· In addition to lower than anticipated general Office Expenses, the purchase of the new Xerox WorkCentre 

is more cost efficient than the previous lease of outdated photocopy and printer equipment - will result in 
savings of approx. $4 k per year.    

· Experienced growth in the RCIA and Sacramental Preparation programs of the parish 
· Carried out various parish/student events such as the annual spring dinner/dance, summer boat cruise, 

breakfast fundraiser at St. Mike’s for outreach ministries, parish retreats to the Abbey of the Genesee, 
Advent Ball, Youth Council retreats, student outings, Thanksgiving and Christmas dinners for parishioners 

· Successful 2nd season of the Newman Concert Series.  Cabaret fundraiser held Nov. 10/07 raised $2.4 k 
for the concert series and music ministry of the parish 

2007 FINANCIAL CHALLENGES 
· Generate forecast levels of revenue:  offertory, donations, filming, hall rental, residency, office rental 

· Continue to increase interest and financial commitment among those parishioners who can afford to do so 
(i.e. adult employed members of the community) 

- Average 2007 Weekly Sunday Offertory collection: $2,994 (2006 avg. was $2,898) 
�  Note: Does not include Christmas Masses 

- Encourage an annual review of parishioner offertory giving to Newman and suggest increases com-
mensurate with inflation and cost of living.  

- Continue to promote Pre-Authorized Giving program to increase collection activity and to ensure con-
sistent income during the year.

· Install new Sound System in chapel in January – to be funded by monthly second collection (cost: 
$35,000) 

· Work with Archdiocese on implementing 10 year maintenance plan for Newman Centre house: 

- Year 4: Priority for 2008: Replace south facing slate roof and west turret roof; repair stone sills on 
south face of house 

The expenses associated with running the Newman Centre are significant and we work very hard to contain 
expenses and to generate revenue.  While the Archdiocese has continued their support, your contribu-
tions are vital to our ongoing operations, as well as for special projects in 2008.   Please consider our 
needs when budgeting for your contribution this year.  Also, remember our community if you are away for any 
number of Sundays.  We really do depend upon and appreciate your support.
