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     Forty-three years ago last September, two 
young men in their early 20’s went for a walk 
down to Scarborough Bluffs, which was then 
the back of the property at St. Augustine’s 
Seminary.  For both of us, it was our first day 
at St. Augustine’s.   
     Since a walk was the custom after supper 
and we were both strangers to the rest of the 
First Theology class (Jorge Urosa had just 
arrived from Caracas, Venezuela, and I had just 
come from the University of Toronto),  we 
ended up walking together.  He spoke very 
little English; I spoke no Spanish. 
     That evening was the beginning of a close 
friendship that has lasted to this day. 
     Despite the distance between Caracas and 
Toronto—and now Kingston—there has hardly 
been a year when we have been unable to get 
together. 
     Jorge has come back to Canada almost 
every year to speak at weekend Mass in 
Toronto parishes through the Missionary Co-
operative Program sponsored by that 
archdiocese; he has always spent the days 
between those weekends at the parish where I 
was  stationed or at my home. 
     He was my co-consecrator when I was 
ordained bishop, and he came for my 
installation in Kingston. 
     Last fall, I had made plans to be with Jorge 
when he was installed as the archbishop of 
Caracas.  Sadly, my cancer returned, and I was 
not able to go.  I was happy that Fr. Jack 
Grainger, also a classmate, was able to make 
the trip. 

     This spring, thanks to your prayers, the 
efforts of good doctors and nurses, and a new 
wonder drug that can attack kidney cancer 
cells, the new tumours in my lungs and 
elsewhere are shrinking—although the side 
effects are severe and my white blood count is 
low, a common occurrence with any 
chemotherapy.. 
     I took a chance, bought a ticket to Rome, 
and subsequently asked the doctor’s 
permission to go.  They agreed, and on Friday, 
March 24, I was bursting with pride as I 
watched Jorge Liberato Urosa Savino have the 
red hat of cardinal placed on his head by Pope 
Benedict XVI on the steps of St. Peter’s 
Basilica. 
     In the millennium year 2000, Pope John 
Paul II asked all people to fall in love again 
with the Eucharist.  It seems to me that our 
new Pope, by grace of the Holy Spirit, is 
constantly calling us, in 2006, to fall in love 
again with the church. 
     The installation of a new cardinal is a 
wonderful reminder of a call to love the 
church: the cardinal’s ring is a sign of faithful 
and loving commitment; red, the color of 
blood, is a reminder of a call to sacrifice, even 
to the point of death. 
     John Paul II asked forgiveness for sins 
committed by members of the church—even 
sins committed in the name of the church. 
     We, as Catholics, need to have a 
compassionate and loving forgiveness for the 
imperfections that we have found in the 
church.

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     The church is pilgrim; it has us for its 
imperfect members, but it is ultimately the 
Body of Christ, the bride that He loves. 
     Jorge Urosa is now called a 
Prince of the Church; but he is the 
same man who gave up his days off 
as a young priest to work in the 
slums of Caracas and to build up, 
with help from his family and friends 
and the religious sisters, a beautiful 
parish called Blessed Trinity in the 
midst of those same slums. 
     We a l l  need that  same 
compassion and active, burning love 
for the church in our own times. 
     I was told today of a young 
woman who went to work for a 
while with Mother Teresa of Calcutta.  She 
was asked to hold a woman whose legs were 
ulcerated from the bites of rats.  As she 

embraced the woman, the sister looked at 
them both and said, “This is the Body of 
Christ.” 

     This comment is, I am sure, even 
more significant than the sister 
realized.  Definitely, the street 
woman is the Body of Christ, for 
Jesus said, “When you did this for 
one of these little ones, you did it for 
me.”  However, the arms of the 
young woman embracing her are also 
the arms of Christ, for we are called 
to be His other self. 
     Finally, the voice of the sister, 
teaching and organizing for the 
official Church, is the voice of Christ 
present and teaching through His 

Church. 
     A great way for us to serve the Church is to 
pray for her every day.
