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December 17th, 2005 in Nigeria. 
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     The hymn, "Soon and Very Soon" seemed 
to haunt me as we left the chapel this past 
Sunday, a reminder that the current liturgical 
season is quickly coming to an end.  Sunday, 
November 20th, marks the Feast of Christ the 
King, which completes our current liturgical 
year.  Advent begins the following Sunday, 
November 27th. While a bit of a challenge for 
those not feeling ready, let us not be thrown by 
it either. My hope is that it becomes an 
occasion which permits us to take a closer look 
at how we are indeed prepared for the "new" 
year. It can be an occasion which calls us 
deeper into the mystery of our faith in Jesus 
Christ.  
      Advent is two-fold: it is a time in which the 
Church invites us to prepare ourselves for the 
birthday celebration of Jesus Christ 
(Christmas), while also inviting us to think 
about the future coming of Christ at the end of 
time. The four weeks of Advent provide an 
opportunity to prepare ourselves spiritually. 
    Thomas J. O'Gorman, a writer on church 
liturgy, speaks of Advent in the following 
terms: “Advent summons us to the beginning. 
The lavishness of God's compassion and mercy 
frame yet another year for us. With the arrival 
of Advent's first Sunday, we attend to this 
mystery one more time. Clearly, we are a 
people whose origins and destiny make us 
curious yet apprehensive about the day of the 
Lord's coming. Our tradition proclaims this as 
both an event already accomplished in human 
history and an event moving toward fulfillment 
in the future --- our future. Our worship, 
fashioned of word and sacrament, insists that 
our encounter with the day of the Lord occurs 
concretely in the struggles and tensions, 
choices and decisions of human living."  (An 
Advent Sourcebook, Archdiocese of Chicago; 

LTD, 1988) 
      I know that many of you might agree that it 
is often difficult to focus on important seasons 
and feasts of our church year when most are 
leading such busy lives. I often hear people say, 
"Where did the time go?"  Indeed, I often say it 
to myself! Everyone seems to be busier these 
days and perhaps lacking the time to truly slow 
down and savour our life experiences. This is 
also true when we try and integrate all our 
experiences with our faith practice and worship. 
How can we slow down when even our prayer 
seems to be said on the run?  To add fuel to the 
fire, Advent is further complicated by the mad 
pre-Christmas rush and the great push from the 
secular world for us to be thinking more about 
things material than spiritual. 
     No matter, the conflict, and perhaps in spite 
of it, I still believe the season of Advent is a gift 
from God,  inviting us not to give up despite all 
that pulls us in different directions. In his time, 
John the Baptist was a voice encouraging 
people to stop and to pay attention to what 
really matters. What does matter? What matters 
is that God has something to say to us, in the 
person of Jesus Christ. He invites us to take the 
time to hear and to listen, to be attentive to his 
voice. Yes, indeed it will be a struggle to slow 
down, but I suspect  it will be worth it; that is 
the promise of the season of Advent; it leads us 
to Christmas joy. 
      I invite you to think about how you might 
wish to prepare yourself in these coming weeks. 
In working with the liturgy committee, I have a 
few suggestions for your spiritual renewal. 
     First, I invite you to consider attending an 
evening retreat the week prior to Advent, 
Monday, November 21st. Our Retreat Director 
will be  Fr. Iheanyi Enwerem, O.P., who will 
speak on the theme, "In the Beginning is My 
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End". This theme has been chosen as the 
parish theme for Advent. Fr. Iheanyi is a 
Dominican priest currently serving in the 
Diocese of London, Ontario. It will be a 
Twilight Retreat, meaning it will be held in the 
evening, designed so students and others might 
attend following work or school. It will begin 
at 7:30 p.m.  

     Secondly, I invite all parishioners to join in 
welcoming Advent by celebrating the First 
Vespers of Advent, on Saturday, November 
26th, at 5:30 p.m. Vespers will be integrated 
into the regular  Saturday evening Mass. 
Following Mass, all are invited into the 
Newman Centre for some light refreshments, 
as we welcome our new (liturgical) year.  
     You might also wish to take time this 
Advent to design something in your homes (an 
Advent wreath, a prayer before meals, etc.), 
which can help you to focus more carefully 
and patiently on the meaning of the season. To 
light a candle each week of Advent has special 
significance for us in that we are reminding 
ourselves of the light that is (and has) come 
into the world in the person of Jesus Christ. 
Advent can also be a time to consider a daily 

Mass in addition to your weekend Mass.  
     Finally, Advent can be a good time to 
consider our need for reconciliation.  To that 
purpose, I invite you to join with us on 
Thursday, December 15th, at 7:30 p.m., for 
our Advent Reconciliation Service. A number 
of priests will be on hand to hear confessions.  
     It is my hope that some or all of these 
suggestions might be of help as you begin to 
contemplate the coming season.  
     This coming weekend, I will be making a  
retreat with about 50 university and post-
university young adults, all from the Newman 
community. We will focus on our spiritual 
lives and on preparations for Advent. Kindly 
remember us in prayer. 
     The Newman Centre is indeed blessed to 
witness so much activity as it prepares for the 
end of this liturgical year, while looking 
forward with hope and joy to the next.  Please 
know of my prayers for you. Please  pray for 
me. Let us pray that the coming season may be 
filled with many blessings and graces. May the 
Lord Jesus will continue to inspire all our 
efforts in His name.

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     (Shirley Sinclair first visited the Holy Land 
with the Newman pilgrimage this past January, 
and returned last month to visit the Holy 
Family orphanage in Bethlehem as part of a 
second pilgrimage, living with and assisting the 
Daughters of Charity for a few weeks. We soon 
welcome her home. What follows is a brief 
reflection sent earlier this past month.)  
     The Cribs of Bethlehem are full, except for 
one in Manger Square in the church of the 
Nativity. That too shall be filled in another 
eight weeks when Christmas comes.  
     A rooster crows amid the sound of fireworks 
for Ramadan and honking horns. 
     Here in the creche, all is well and I am very 
safe, happily ensconced in an ancient but 
unique apartment atop the complex. The people 
are very warm and welcoming and despite our 
language difficulties we are making it work. 
     Together (4 - 6 of us) love and care for 6 
infants ages 17 - 12 months. The youngest a 
boy named Rami, shows signs of failing to live  

which concerns Sister Sophie and all of us; she 
refuses to lose hope for any of the Children so 
he will be cared for as long as he survives. 
Across the hall the older babies are cared for 
by Palestinian women and three good Sisters. I 
sit on the floor to coax the children in day care 
to play; they need stimulation and a gentle 
hand.  
     The creche itself is extremely clean, as are 
all the children. Despite the fact that the creche 
depends entirely on donations, the children 
lack for nothing tangible, their greatest need is 
for loving attention -- to be held, rocked, and 
tended for as we would for our own.  
     Sr. Sophie insists I take a 2 hour siesta 
every afternoon, for which I am grateful as the 
work is tiring....please pray for the suffering 
people here in Bethlehem and most 
importantly for the Children here who fill the 
Cribs of Bethelehem.
