What might you be thinking about
just before you were to make perhaps
the biggest decision of your life?
Knowing that you were adso trying to
make that decision with God's help,
how might you go about discerning an
answer?

When a man falls in love with a
woman, he obviously wishes to spend more
time with her as he ponders marriage. Yet,
anyone about to get married also goes through
a list of concerns, worries and even doubts.
What is the reason for this increased confusion?
Perhaps it is more related to the fear of the
unknown. Am | going to be successful? Am |
going to be happy? Will | remain faithful to
my commitment? In my case, | am entering
my final year at St. Augustine’s Seminary. As
such, these questions are also very important to
me, even though they are asked in a different
context than marriage.

So what does this have to do with my
pilgrimage to Rome and my World Y outh Day
experience in Cologne? Quite simply, | saw
this pilgrimage as a means of gaining new
insight into my vocation and into my
relationship with God. | left Toronto still
pondering alife'sdecision. | amin my last year
of seminary, and God willing | will be ordained
to the Diaconate in January and Priesthood in
May.

Six years ago, | experienced a call to the
priesthood. After a couple of intense months of
reflection, | had an interview with, then
Vocation Director and Rector of Serra House,
Fr. Pat O'Dea. | spent two years at Serra
House, three years at St. Augusting's seminary,
and one year as an intern in St. Patrick’s

Church in Mississauga. This summer
was very significant for me asit was my
last summer as a seminarian, and as a
layperson. Fr. Pat invited me to live at
the Newman Centre and to work
amongst the people of the community.
This resulted, aso, in my joining with
the Newman pilgrims going to Germany
for World Youth Day. However, | decided to
spend a few days alone in Rome prior to going
to Germany. Obviously, the questions posed
earlier were also on my mind. “Am | going to
be a good priest? And am | going to be happy
and fulfilled?

As | got to Rome | was very excited, almost
to the point of jumping up and down like a
child. Waking and seeing stes where
numerous faithful Christians joyfully gave up
their lives witnessing to Christ greatly enthused
me. For three days | walked around Rome and
visited and prayed in many churches (I also
encountered the world’s best ice cream!) | must
confess, my trip to Rome did not go as |
planned. There were afew glitches. The person
who was to pick me up did not show (he
completely forgot). However, akind priest gave
me a ride into Rome and ensured | was taken
care of. | found | enjoyed travelling these few
days by myself. It seemed everything happens
for a reason, and the reason | was alone was so
that | could face my own chalenges. | was
surprised | did not mind being aone. | did
recall 1 did not enjoy it very much during my
pastora internship year, if the pastor was busy
and | had to eat aone. However, | thought to
myself, if | am going to be a priest, | better get
used to eating sometimes by myself, especially
if I am on the run. My experiencesin Rome




proved to me that being alone actualy
provided me a richer experience for prayer
than | had imagined!

A highlight of Rome for me was visiting
the Church of Quo Vadis Domine, built on the
site which commemorates St. Peter’s fleeing
from Nero's persecution. It is said that St
Peter supposedly met Jesus, who was carrying
a cross, as Peter fled persecution. Peter asked
Jesus, “Where are you going Lord.” Jesus
replied, “I am going to Rome to be crucified
again.” It was at this site that St. Peter changed
his mind and turned back to Rome to
courageously face martyrdom. It inspired me
so much that | was able to pray like never
before.

The late Bishop Fulton Sheen said that
there was much humour in naming a
fisherman Kepha, which literaly means a
rock. Usually we would identify someone
whose character is immovable, solid, firm as
‘Rock.” However, Peter was nothing like a
rock. He was indecisive, uncertain,
unpredictable, and even denied Jesus three
times! However, Jesus called him Peter not
because he was a rock, but because he was to
become a rock — the one on whom the Church
would be founded. The reason why this site
became very specia to meisthat I, too, being
named Peter, could actudly identify myself in
many ways with the first Apostle, in his
weaknesses and frailties. Entering that church
was a powerful moment.

| once read that when a priest celebrates the
Holy Eucharist and says, “This is my body
which is given up for you....”, Jesus gives not
only His risen and glorified body, but His
broken body nevertheless. It reminds me that
we are also being invited to share in His
brokenness in order that we may participate in
Hisglory. Priests are also called by Jesus to be

be broken and to be given. While visiting the
Quo Vadis Domine Church, Jesus touched my
heart and strengthened me and invited me,
once again, to follow Him...to be a priest.

As the time of ordination draws near,
temptation will undoubtedly become stronger
and stronger. Yet, | have thought many times
that if | were thinking of becoming a priest
only for myself, | would have quit along time
ago. However, my priesthood is not only for
me, but for God and others. It was God' s grace
that got me this far, and thanks to God, my
experiences in Rome re-affirmed my decision.

As | flew to Cologne | did not know what
to expect, since | was still getting to know the
Newman pilgrims. Being a bit quieter, it took
me a bit longer to get to know them. Y et, once
| did, | had the time of my life! The experience
of community | felt with the Newman pilgrims
was truly awesome. One night we even
enjoyed a few beers at alocal pub and talked
for hours about our faith; they were very
interested and happy in asking about my call
to priesthood. As | was talking with them, |
saw a glow on their faces; they were so happy
| was responding to my vocation. This, too,
was a graced moment for me, because in their
smiles | recognized what God was trying to
tell me. | was worried about whether or not |
was going to be happy as a priest, failing to
recognize that what makes me genuinely
happy is by bringing God's presence and
happiness to others. A priest in our seminary
once said, during a Christology class, “...dl
people who seek happiness are, in effect,
seeking Christ.” What is the secret to
happiness? | think the secret to happinessin al
our relationships lies in fidelity to prayer,
loyalty to our commitment, and being faithful
and dedicated to God, who is aways faithful
to us.
